Vaccination Definitions and Recommendations
Dogs
Rabies  
Must be at least 12 weeks of age prior to administration.
A fatal virus which attacks the central nervous system of animals and people.


Law requires annual vaccination.

DALPP (adult dog 5 in 1)  Vaccinate annually – must be boostered 3-4 weeks following initial vaccine.


D – Distemper – an often fatal virus affecting the respiratory, gastrointestinal and nervous system.


A – Adenovirus
type 1 – a virus affecting the liver, kidneys and blood vessels.




type 2 – a virus affecting the respiratory system.


L – Leptospirosis – a bacterial disease which can cause kidney damage, liver damage and hemorrhaging.


P – Parainfluenza – an occasionally fatal virus affecting the respiratory system.


P – Parvovirus – an often fatal virus which causes severe vomiting and diarrhea.

DACPP (puppy 5 in 1)  Must be at least 6 weeks of age prior to administration..  

Booster every 3-4 weeks until at least 16 weeks of age.


Includes the above with the following exceptions:


no Leptospirosis;


a high-titer Parvovirus vaccine to replace a mother’s immunity.

plus: 

C – Coronavirus – a virus often associated with the Parvovirus causing vomiting and diarrhea.

Vaccinate annually – Coronavirus may be required by some boarding facilities.
Bordetella – a bacterial infection associated with kennel cough affecting the respiratory system.


Recommended for dogs who are boarded, groomed or exposed to other dogs on a regular basis.


Must be at least 6 weeks of age prior to administration.

Internal Parasites

Most common internal parasites are roundworms, hookworms, whipworms and tapeworms.  These parasites can be present for long periods prior to any abnormal gastrointestinal signs.  



De-Worming



Puppies



Every 2 weeks until 12 weeks old, then again at 16 weeks.



Dogs



Worm 1 to 4 times per year if not on Heartworm Preventative.



Worm 1 time per year if taking Heartworm Preventative.

Heartworm Testing and Preventative

Heartworms are a type of roundworm transmitted by mosquitoes that develop in the heart of dogs.  Left undetected, they cause the heart to enlarge and eventually lead to an agonal death due to congestive heart failure.

Test at 6 months unless preventative was started at 3 months in which case, test at 1 year.

Test annually – even if on preventative.

Maintain administration of preventative year round.

External Parasites

Fleas – 
can cause sever allergic skin reactions and anemia in pets.  Fleas can transmit tapeworms.

Ticks – most commonly located in wooded areas.  Ticks can transmit Lyme disease 

and Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever; they can cause paralysis as well as painful skin lesions.


Maintain on Flea and Tick control during flea and tick season.  Fleas are only killed outside with a 
hard frost, but can live year round inside the home.
